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TEXAS DIVORCE PROCESS

Understanding Divorce in Texas
Texas has specific legal requirements that govern the divorce process. Understanding the general steps can help 
you feel more prepared and confident as you move forward. While every situation is unique, the following timeline 
reflects the typical progression of an uncontested or mediated divorce in Texas. Timelines vary depending on 
individual circumstances, complexity, and court schedules.

1Original Petition Filed
The divorce process officially begins when one 

spouse files an Original Petition for Divorce 
with the court. 2 Service or Waiver

The other spouse is formally notified or signs a 
Waiver of Service acknowledging the filing.

3Information Gathering
Both parties collect financial documents, asset 

information, and relevant records needed for 
negotiations. 4 Negotiation & Mediation

Couples work with a mediator to reach 
agreements on parenting, property, support, 
and other key issues.5Agreements Preparation

The mediated agreements are formalized into 
a legally binding Mediated Settlement 

Agreement
(and Parenting Plan if applicable).

6 Final Decree & Court Approval
A judge reviews and signs the Final Decree of 
Divorce, officially ending the marriage.

Texas 60-Day Waiting Period: Texas law generally requires a minimum 60-day waiting period from the 
date the petition is filed before a divorce may be finalized. This waiting period cannot be waived except in 
limited circumstances involving domestic violence. Actual timelines vary based on complexity and 
cooperation between parties.

Building Your Agreement
During mediation, you will make important decisions across four key areas. Understanding these topics in 
advance helps you come to sessions prepared, confident, and ready to collaborate. Below is an overview of what 
each area involves.

Parenting Arrangements
Conservatorship (legal custody) and decision-
making responsibilities

Parenting schedules, including weekdays, 
weekends, and school breaks

Holiday, vacation, and special occasion 
planning

Communication protocols between co-parents

Education, healthcare, and extracurricular 
decisions

Child Support
Monthly support arrangements based on Texas 
guidelines

Health insurance coverage and medical 
expense sharing

Childcare, school, and extracurricular cost 
allocation

Special needs or extraordinary expense 
considerations

Property Division
Family home and real estate decisions

Vehicles and personal property

Bank accounts, investments, and savings

Retirement accounts and pensions

Business interests and professional practices

Debt Allocation
Credit card balances and personal loans

Mortgage obligations and refinancing

Car loans and other secured debts

Tax liabilities and shared financial obligations

How to Prepare for a Productive Mediation
Coming to mediation well-prepared makes the process smoother, faster, and more effective. Gathering the right 
documents in advance allows you to focus on meaningful conversations rather than searching for information 
during sessions. Use this checklist to organize your materials before your first mediation session.

Financial Documents Checklist

mediator make informed, fair decisions efficiently.

Know your priorities. Identify what matters most to 
you before sessions begin — this helps you stay 
focused during negotiations.

Take notes. Write down questions, concerns, and 
ideas between sessions so nothing is forgotten.

Consult an attorney. While not required, having an 
attorney review your agreement provides an 
added layer of confidence.

Supporting Children Through Divorce

Establish clear, respectful co-parenting 
communication habits. Consistency and predictability 
help children feel secure during a time of significant 
change. Tools like co-parenting apps can support 
healthy communication.

Have Age-Appropriate Conversations
Talk with your children honestly but gently, using 
language suited to their developmental stage. 
Reassure them that both parents love them and that 
the divorce is not their fault.

Focus on Long-Term Family Wellbeing
The decisions you make now will shape your family's 
future for years to come. Mediation helps you create 
parenting plans that prioritize your children's emotional, 
educational, and social needs over the long term.

Frequently Asked Questions
These are some of the most common questions we hear from individuals and couples exploring divorce 
mediation in Texas. If you have additional questions, the Discovery Session is the perfect opportunity to get 
personalized answers.

How long does mediation take?
Most mediation processes are completed within 2 
to 6 sessions, depending on complexity. Many 
families complete mediation within a few weeks to 
a couple of months. The timeline is flexible and 
based on your family's needs and pace.

Do we need attorneys?
Attorneys are not required for mediation, but many 
clients choose to consult one for legal advice or to 
review the final agreement. Mediation and legal 
representation can work well together — your 
mediator does not replace an attorney but 
complements the process.

Can mediation work if we disagree?
Yes. Disagreement is normal and expected. A 
skilled mediator helps couples work through 
differences constructively, find common ground, 
and reach solutions that work for both parties — 
even when you start from very different places.

Can mediation happen after filing for 
divorce?
Absolutely. Many couples begin mediation after 
filing their Original Petition. Mediation can be used 
at any stage of the divorce process to resolve 
outstanding issues and avoid costly litigation.

What if we own a business?
Business ownership adds complexity but does not 
disqualify you from mediation. Farrah has 
experience guiding couples through the division of 
business interests, professional practices, and 
complex assets in a fair and structured way.
